	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


This Agenda item is to discuss a proposal from the developer of Mallard Park Phase II to consider cost-sharing for an off-site storm drain pipe in lieu of the planned storm drainage pump station.
	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

The City approved a Development Agreement on 8/8/05 with the mentioned parties outlining terms and conditions for the construction and acceptance of Mallard Park Phase II improvements.  The developer is proposing that the storm drainage pump station for the Mallard Park Phase II detention pond be eliminated and 2,000 linear feet of storm drain pipe be installed down Meadow Lane to Hidden Meadow just past Quail Cove.
b) Issues and Analysis

This pipe will allow the detention pond to gravity drain without the use of pumps.  Note that the City agreed to maintain the completed pump station in the mentioned Agreement.  The developer’s engineer has submitted preliminary plans that show a 24” concrete pipe being installed under the pavement from the detention pond to the Hidden Meadow outfall.  The drainage calculations and elevations appear good.  They also received an estimate from their on-site contractor, Joe Bland Construction for $218,000.  Note that the design is not final and this is an estimate.
City Engineer review indicates that the design will work and the cost estimate appears conservative.  Consideration should be given to add a few curb inlets to alleviate flows on Meadow Lane and Hidden Meadow.  The developer has indicated they would participate up to $115,000 (their cost to install the pump station) and have their contractor perform the work.  The City would reimburse the developer up to approximately $103,000 ($218,000 - $115,000).

The developer has not yet fully designed the pipe and would like to know if the city will commit to pay the extra costs for these improvements before moving forward.  The construction of Phase II is currently underway, and timing is important to the developer.
	5. RECOMMENDATION


Commit to contributing up to $103,000 for the construction of a storm drain pipe on Meadow Lane and Hidden Meadow after City approval of design plans including at least 4 curb inlets pending the City approval of a modified Developer Agreement.
