	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this item is to consider Staff’s recommendation for engineering services to design the new hangars.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

Following the award of the hangar grant, the Aviation Division of the Texas Department of Transportation issued a request for proposals, or RFP, for engineering services for the design of the new hangars. They also requested that the City recommend who they should begin negotiations with for consulting services. The selection committee consisted of Frank Salvato, Casey Sledge, and Bob van Til.

b) Issues and Analysis

The RFP’s were due to the State on October 4, 2005. Later that week Staff received five RFP’s from the State. On October 13, 2005 Staff, with assistance from Mr. Tietz, Chair of the Airport Advisory Committee, met to review the responses and develop a recommendation to the City Council.
