	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this item is to establish project priorities for both Murphy and Robinson Parks. 

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

In January 2005, the Council adopted the Parks, Recreation and Open Space Master Plan, including the Indoor Supplement. In June 2005, the Council approved site plans for Murphy Park, Robinson Park, East Williamson County Park, and the Hike and Bike Trail. Although the Master Plan identified recreational priorities, the park site plans identified priorities in greater detail than the Master Plan. The prioritization effort is an attempt to reconcile the Master Plan’s priorities with the needs identified in the site plans.

b) Issues and Analysis

At this time, the prioritization project is focusing only on Murphy Park and Robinson Park. This is because the City has already received a grant from the TPWD’s Trails program and two grant applications are pending for Outdoor and Indoor facilities, also with the TPWD. The City will not know until late January 2006 if the grants will be awarded or not. Prioritization of the items in Williamson County park will be delayed until after the grant awards are made.

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


The funds earmarked for the improvements in Murphy Park and Robinson Park is in the account, which contains the proceeds from the sales of park lands. The amount is about $1.5 million.
