BURROWS SALES TAX AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made by and between the City of Taylor, Texas, a Home Rule City located in Williamson County, Texas, ("City") and Burrows Cabinets, Inc. a Texas corporation, having its place of business in Taylor, Texas, (“Burrows”) in consideration for and according to the following terms and conditions.

Burrows desires to maintain and operate its place of business in the City for all product sales made by Burrows in the State of Texas. As used in this Agreement, "place of business" shall be defined according to the Texas Comptroller Of Public Accounts ("CPA") Rule 3.374(b) (1) as now or hereafter written or as defined under future CPA rules, regulations, or laws pertaining to a place of business for sales tax purposes. Notwithstanding, a place of business shall always mean a place of business in Taylor, Texas, which exclusively allows the City lawful authority to qualify for collection of the City sales tax portion of State sales taxes from all Burrows product sales in Texas.

Burrows agrees it shall, in all respects, comply with the CPA rules, regulations and all laws in order to maintain its City sales tax situs in the City to allow the City sales tax collection from all Burrows product sales in Texas. Compliance shall include, without limitation, maintenance of a place of business in the City
which enters orders for Burrows products sold in Texas.

The City agrees, in consideration to Burrows, to rebate 0.0075 percent of the City sales taxes paid by Burrows and credited to the City for a term ending on the sixth anniversary date of this Agreement. Burrows must furnish evidence required by the City establishing City sales tax paid to the CPA prior to rebate payment by the City.

All notices from one party to the other must be in writing and are effective when mailed to, or hand-delivered to the following:

City and Burrows agree to execute all further documents and instruments as shall be necessary to fully carry out the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

This Agreement and the exhibit hereto supersede all prior agreements and understandings relating to the subject matter hereof, except that the obligations of any party under any

agreement executed pursuant to this Agreement shall not be affected by this section. This Agreement cannot be modified except in writing executed by all of the parties hereto.

In the event that any of the provisions, or portions thereof, of this Agreement are held to be unenforceable or invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, the validity and enforce ability of the remaining provisions, or portions thereof, shall not be affected thereby and effect shall be given to the intent manifested by the provisions, or portions thereof, held to be unenforceable and invalid.

This Agreement shall bind and inure to the benefit of the successors, assigns, personal representatives, heirs and legatees of the parties hereto and upon execution by both parties.

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Texas with jurisdiction and venue in Williamson County, Texas.

Time is of the essence of each and every provision of this Agreement.
