	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


It is proposed that a formal agreement between Temple College and Taylor Public Library be adopted in regards to housing of materials, library card access for students, and use of a student worker.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

Over the past several years, the Taylor Public Library has entered an informal agreement with Temple College to give access to local library services to students of Temple College at Taylor.  This agreement has developed to include housing of Temple College materials for access by TCAT students, delivery of student requested Temple College materials to Taylor Public Library, and provision of a student worker to Taylor Public Library at no cost to the Library.

This fall Taylor Public Library Director Karen Ellis and Temple College Library Director Kathy Fulton endeavored to create a formal agreement.   The City Attorney and the City Manager have been a part of this process.  Mr. Hedjl drafted the document and has reviewed revisions made by Temple College administration.  This final document is linked at the end of this memo.

b) Issues and Analysis

The Library Board has reviewed this agreement and recommends that the City Council approve this agreement. Different issues addressed in the agreement are as follows:

1. Student Registration. The provision to allow Temple College at Taylor students register for free library cards was made in the Circulation Policy, approved by City Council in May 2005, so there is no conflict with existing policy.  

2. Shelving in the Library. The ability to provide shelf space for Temple College Library materials is currently limited to 8 shelves (24 linear feet).  When the Library moves to its new facility, this agreement will need to be revised to reflect changes in shelving availability.  

3. Materials Restrictions. These Temple College materials are only available for check out by TCAT students.  The Library already houses civil service testing materials, which are restricted to only City of Taylor police and firefighters, so limited use of some collections is already in practice.  Anyone may use any book collection while in the Library building regardless to check out restrictions.  

4. Student Workers.  Temple College at Taylor makes student worker candidates available for interview & selection by Library staff.  Sometimes the available students are unacceptable to the Library, so the Library may decline a worker for a semester.  TCAT determines how many hours the student worker can work each week, depending on their funds for student employment.
