ORDINANCE 2004 –25 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, AMENDING APPENDIX B, ZONING ORDINANCE, OF THE TAYLOR CITY CODE, AS AMENDED, TO ADD SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL STANDARDS TO DUPLEX (D), MULTI-FAMILY (MF), LOCAL BUSINESS (B1), GENERAL BUSINESS (B2), AND CENTRAL BUSINESS (B3) ZONING, PROVIDING A REPEALING CLAUSE, PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE, AND PROVIDING A SAVINGS CLAUSE.

Motion was made by Mayor Pro Tem McDonald to approve consent agenda items as presented and seconded by Council member Jez.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion passed.

REGULAR AGENDA

CONSIDER PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS FOR TRACTOR SUPPLY.

David Simons, Interim Director of Engineering, presented a request for council to consider accepting the public improvements for Tractor Supply to allow the store to proceed with its opening.  Mr. Simons stated that the items still lacking are not a threat to safety and welfare and are being addressed by the builder and/or developer.  Some of the items were not completed due to weather delays.  Mayor Pro Tem McDonald made a motion to issue a conditional certificate of occupancy with the stipulation that the incomplete items presented need to be addressed and completed within sixty days.  VOTE:  Five Voted AYE; Motion passed.

CONSIDER GROUNDWATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT IN WILLIAMSON COUNTY.

Charles Cunningham, Assistant City Manager, presented an overview of information received after he attended a meeting with the Williamson County Commissioners.  The County had asked cities to comment on the proposal prior to a November 30th public meeting on the subject.  During discussion regarding the purpose and rights of such a district and its authority to levy a tax, Council member Mikeska and Mayor Pro Tem McDonald voiced objection to the idea of creating another taxing authority.  Mayor Pro Tem McDonald made a motion to reject the establishment of a groundwater management district in Williamson County.  Council member Gonzales seconded the motion.  VOTE:  Five Voted AYE.  Motion passed. 
CONSIDER APPOINTMENTS TO LIBRARY BOARD.

Mayor Hill informed members of the council that both Angela Tietz and Trisha Randig’s terms have expired and that both have asked to be reappointed.  One vacancy was created when Vicky Bennett resigned in November.  Mayor Pro Tem McDonald made a motion to reappoint Angela Tietz and Trisha Randig and to appoint Teresa Gardner to fill the vacancy.  Council member Gonzales seconded the motion.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion passed.

NATIONAL MAIN STREET DESIGNATION AWARD.
Bob VanTil, Director, Community Development, announced that the City was recently recognized by the National Trust for Historic Preservation and the Texas Historical Commission as a National Main Street.  He stressed that the city should take pride in the fact that we met their strict criteria and expressed appreciation to the council for their continuing support of the Main Street Program.  

CONSIDER APPOINTMENTS OF REPRESENTATIVES TO CAPITAL AREA COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

The Capital Area Council of Governments requested that we update our representative appointments to their General Assembly.  Council member Gonzales made a motion to appoint Mayor Hill and Council member Jez to the Capital Area Council of Governments General Assembly.  Mayor Pro Tem McDonald seconded the motion.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion passed.
