1. Approve Minutes of November 11, 2004 and November 23, 2004. (Susan)

REGULAR AGENDA – REVIEW/DISCUSS & CONSIDER/ACTION:

2. Consider Award of Bid on Purchase of Murphy Park acreage.  (Frank) We will open bids on Wednesday. We will send out the information by e-mail and have copies for you at the meeting.
3. Consider rejecting all bids on “Printing and Mailing Services” Bid No. 05-001 (Jon-Etta) We went out for bids for the monthly utility billing statements and the monthly newsletter. We received two bids and have decided we cannot compare the bids fairly, so we are asking you to reject all bids and staff will rebid.
4. Consider license agreement  L04-2 regarding 1702 W. Lake Drive property. (Bob) The property owners would like the Council to consider the license agreement for the use of the alley. A garage was built over the alley a number of years ago and the new buyers cannot get a clear title without the agreement.
5. Consider Taylor Chamber of Commerce Hotel/Motel 2005 Budget.  (Shanta Kuhl)
6. Consider Resolution R04-28 regarding a TWDB grant application for flood protection planning.  (David) We applied for the grant last year and did not receive funding. We would like to submit for the grant again this year. The grant will help us complete the drainage master plan.
7. Public Hearing and Introduce Ordinance 2004-27 adopting 2004 Comprehensive Plan. (Bob) The Comprehensive Plan Steering Committee and the P&Z have recommended approval of the plan. The Council is required to hold a public hearing on the proposed plan prior to adoption.  (The entire Comp Plan is in a separate folder on your disc but does not have a hyperlink to it from the agenda.)
8. Consider Amendment to Wholesale Water Agreement with Hutto. (Charles) Hutto is asking that we clarify the payment of impact fees and remove the restriction on when water can be taken, after the water treatment plant is expanded and the high-pressure plane is complete. The amendment also includes the increased amounts of water Hutto is requesting.
9. Consider MOU concerning joint venture marketing/business location effort. (John Nelson) If approved, the MOU will allow the TEDC to work closely with other entities in Williamson County to attract a Tier 1 or 2 manufacturer supplying part to the Toyota plant to be built in San Antonio.
10. Consider appointments to Main Street Advisory Board and Moody Museum Advisory Board. (Mayor)
11. Executive Session.  The Taylor City Council will hold a closed executive meeting pursuant to the provisions of the Open Meetings Law, chapter 551, Government Code, in accordance with the authority contained in Section 551.074 to discuss City Manager performance evaluation.

CITY MANAGER REPORTS – December 6, 2004

CITY HALL ANNEX – We are moving forward on the improvements to the City Hall Annex. Staff is getting quotes to replace the rotted window frame with new one, repair/replace broken window panes, paint and pressure wash the outside of the building.

FIRE STATION – Chief Stanford and Anita are moved into the new fire administration building. Komatsu is working on the design plans. 

HIGHWAY 95 & FM 397 – I visited with Mr. Tim Scott, from Wal-Mart, on Friday. He advised they would send the funds necessary for the improvements along Hwy. 95 and FM 397. 

HOWARD STREET – Weather had delayed construction.

HUTTO WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENT – This item is on the agenda.

INFLOW/INFILTRATION – Smoke testing identified drainage from storm events getting into the wastewater system in the First Street and Main Street area. Bill ran the camera down the storm drains and found collapsed storm and wastewater lines at Main and First and Talbot and First Streets. He and David are now discussing ways to repair the collapses.

LIBRARY – The new Library Director, Karen Ellis, will begin work on December 13th. Komatsu is working on the design plans. Komatsu now believes that we need 20 feet from the TISD instead of 15 feet. We will be discussing this with TISD staff before getting a survey.

MARKETING PROPOSALS – This item will be placed on the January agenda. I gave you copies of the proposals in the last packet. I would like for you to consider $20,000 for marketing Taylor this year. This would match the $20K from the TEDC and the Chamber.

MURPHY PARK BATH HOUSE – The Master Parks Plan Committee will meet on December 13th. I am on the agenda to discuss the bathhouse. The Facilities Review Committee will meet on December 14th and again I will be on the agenda to discuss the bathhouse. We have invited Ms. Callaghan to both meetings. I hope to have recommendations at the January 13th Council meeting.

NORTH DRIVE – We are waiting on a construction schedule from the contractor. 

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – TxDOT is still reviewing the plans. TxDOT has sent some comments back to the landscape architect so plans can get revised.
