The following consent agenda items were approved by a motion from Mayor Pro Tem Maruska and a second by Mayor Hill.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

*FINANCIALS – Concur with financials and payment of December bills.

*ORDINANCE NO. 2004-1 – ZONING CHANGE REQUEST FOR 203 COMMERCIAL DR

JAYCEES REQUEST TO USE MURPHY PARK FOR 2004 SEASON.

Mayor Pro Tem Maruska made a motion to approve the list of general dates submitted by Rachel Tharp, President of the Taylor Jaycees with a request that the organization provide more specific dates as soon as they are determined.  Second by council member Mikeska.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

RESOLUTION NO. R04-4 – TEDC TRANSFER 3 ACRES OF ZIZINIA TRACT TO CITY.

The TEDC will be purchasing fifteen acres from the Zizinia/Prewitt and will transfer twelve acres to ERCOT.  The remaining three acres will be used for construction of the street and drainage improvements.  Mayor Pro Tem Maruska made a motion to approve Resolution R04-4.  Second by council member Gonzales.  VOTE.  Five voted AYE.  Motion passed.

RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE CONVEYANCE FROM THE TAYLOR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION ("TEDC") OF A TRACT OF LAND BEING APPROXIMATELY 3.018 ACRES ("TRACT") ALLOWING THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, ("CITY") TO CAUSE THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE AIRPORT ROAD EXTENSION AND MAINTENANCE OF THE TRACT.

REAPPOINTMENT OF JUDGE RANDALL PICK.

Council members praised Judge Pick’s performance and integrity and applauded his ability to get things accomplished in a timely fashion.  Council member Gonzales made a motion to reappoint Judge Pick or another two-year term.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Maruska.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

ORDINANCE NO. 2004-3 - Budget Amendment.

Finance Director Charles Cunningham introduced a budget amendment that included an overview of projected revenue and expenses for the current budget year. 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2003-28 ADOPTED ON AUGUST 26, 2003, MAKING APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE SUPPORT OF THE CITY FOR FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2003 AND ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2004; BY AMENDING THE AMOUNT OF APPROPRIATIONS FOR THE GENERAL FUND AS WELL AS OTHER FUNDS THAT PROVIDE FOR THE PAYMENT OF OPERATING EXPENSES AND CAPITAL OUTLAY AND BY CHANGING THE AMOUNT APPROPRIATED FOR VARIOUS DEPARTMENTS OF THE CITY

CITIZEN REQUIREMENT FOR BOARD APPOINTMENTS.

Main Street Program Manager Robbie Jones made a request that the U.S. Citizen requirement be removed from the Boards and Commissions Handbook.  Ms. Jones explained that she has an individual interested in serving on the Main Street Advisory Board who is a citizen of England and has been working on the design committee for over a year.  Ms. Jones explained how she would be an asset to the Main Street Advisory Board and that her lack of U.S. Citizenship should not be a roadblock to her volunteer work.  The Council discussed the future ramifications of such a request and agreed that the wording should be changed to “legal resident of the United States” for board and committee applicants.  Mayor Pro Tem Maruska made a motion to delete the phrase “U.S. Citizen” and replace it with “legal resident of the United States”.  Second by Mayor Hill.  VOTE:  Five AYE.  Motion passed.

DISCUSS PROJECTS AND FUNDING FOR WILLIAMSON COUNTY ‘URBAN COUNTY’ PROGRAM.

Public Works Director Casey Sledge presented a list of projects to be submitted to the Williamson County “Urban County” Program for future funding.  Mayor Pro Tem Maruska made a motion to approve the list as presented.  Second by council member Gonzales.  VOTE:  Five AYE.  Motion passed.

Mayor Hill adjourned the meeting 6:30 p.m. to reconvene at Hutto City Hall, 401 West Front Street, in Hutto, Texas for public meeting to discuss Central Texas General Aviation Airport Site selection.
