	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The expansion of the ERCOT campus is nearly complete and they have requested that the City of Taylor accept the public improvements associated with the project.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


Background

The public improvements include the extension of Airport Road to Carlos Parker Blvd., drainage and detention facilities, and the extension of water and wastewater lines to the property north of the new ERCOT facility.

Issues and Analysis

The requirements for acceptance of the ERCOT expansion’s public improvements consist of the following:

· Construction of the public improvements and correction of any deficiencies noted during the final walk-through of the project.*

· Record Drawings (paper and digital copies)*

· Maintenance Bond – valued at 10% of the cost of the public improvements and effective for two years from the date of acceptance.  

· Engineering Inspection and Plan Review Fees – 4% of the cost of the public improvements (3% for inspections and 1% for plan review).

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


The total fee paid to the City of Taylor for engineering inspections and plan review on this project is $18,793.
