	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this item is to conduct a public hearing and consider the resolution adopting the Parks, Recreation, and Open Space Master Plan

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


Background

This plan is part of the overall comprehensive plan. The Parks and Recreation Master Plan Committee prepared the plan with assistance from Carter and Burgess, Inc., a consulting firm from Fort Worth. This portion of the comprehensive plan is not part of the planning grant received from the Office of Rural and Community Affairs (ORCA).

The plan addresses mostly outdoor recreation needs. The City intends to request approval to develop an indoor recreation plan. In addition, site-specific master plans for the Eastern Williamson County Regional Park, Murphy Park, and Robinson Park are also planned.

These plans are being prepared in anticipation of submitting applications to the Texas Parks and Wildlife Department for indoor and outdoor facilities grants.

Issues and Analysis

As mentioned, the plan encompasses primarily outdoor needs. However, 2 high-priority indoor facilities were identified as well: a teen/youth center and a recreation/multi-use center.

The high priority outdoor facilities include:

1. Playground equipment for children (5 additional playgrounds)

2. Picnic areas/pavilions (5 additional picnic/pavilions)

3. Soccer fields (2 additional soccer fields)

4. Benches/seating areas 

5. Basketball courts (3 additional basketball courts)

6. Water recreation activities (i.e. a new indoor/outdoor pool complex, zero entry pool, slides/small water feature, spray park, etc)
