4. Chamber of Commerce Hotel/Motel Quarterly Report.  (Shanta Kuhl) Shanta did not have it ready by the time agenda packets were distributed.

5. Racial profiling 2003 report. (Chief Straub) 

6. Consider 2004 Street Maintenance Program (Casey) The street maintenance program for 2004 includes all of the proposed streets from last year and staff recommended streets for this year. We would like Council concurrence with the recommended list.

7. Award bid for purchase of Automated Meter Reading system. (Casey) We received one bid for the automated meter reading system. 

8. Resolution No. 04-6.  Support CARTS and WCCHD application for transit program in Taylor. (Bob) As we discussed at the last meeting, this resolution would support an application for Urban County funds to implement a transit route in Taylor.

9. Discuss application for FY 2004 HUD Entitlement and Match Program of Williamson County. (Frank) Staff presented a recommended five-year program for application for Urban County funds at the last Council meeting. If you concur with the recommended programs, we need your input on the amount of match we should consider.

10. Public hearing and request to waive impact fee for Williamson County Health Department offices in Taylor. (Bob) Please see Judge Doerfler’s request to waive impact fees for the new Health Department office in Taylor. Council has previously waived impact fees and permit fees on County buildings. 

11. Resolution No. 04-7 to grant consent for creation of the Williamson County Water Control and Improvement District No. 2. (Frank) Frankie Limmer is requesting Council consent to the creation of a Water control and Improvement District at Norman’s Crossing. When he applied for the district, he was not aware of the land being in the City of Taylor’s ETJ.

12. Resolution No. R04-8 authorizing signatories for TCDP grant. (Frank) The CDBG grant for wastewater in south Taylor requires a resolution from Council designating signatories.

CITY MANAGER REPORT – February 20, 2004

BRA CONTRACT – Staff will be meeting with the BRA staff next week to discuss any final changes to the contract along with a time line for transition. I hope to have a final contract to you shortly for your review. I would like to put it on the March 11 agenda you discussion/consideration. BRA and I will also meet with Mel Yantis next week to discuss water needs of Hutto.

CENTRAL TEXAS AIRPORT – Staff is currently working on answering questions posed during the public meeting. We would like to answer the questions on the quarterly newsletter. Bob and I have been meeting with John Nelson and Ed Komandosky to discuss the Central Texas Airport. We are considering chartering a bus for a trip to McKinney on March 10th. The bus will hold 60 passengers and we are talking about charging $20 per person for the trip. The Chamber has made contact with McKinney and received a warm welcome. 

CHICKEN EXPRESS – The developer for Chicken Express has hit a roadblock on getting wastewater service to his site. Mr. Todd Routh owns the water and wastewater lines at Taylor Plaza and he wants $20,000 to allow Mr. McBroom to tie into the wastewater line. The County has discouraged Mr. McBroom to apply for a septic system permit in that they do not think his one-acre tract will handle a septic system. I will be visiting with Mr. Routh to see if we can negotiate a connection at Taylor Plaza.

CIVIL SERVICE ELECTION – It appears Fire and Police personnel are circulating a petition for voter signatures. If successful, the petition will require Council to call an election for voter consideration to place fire & police personnel under civil service rules. I have plans to meet with fire and police personnel to discuss concerns they may have on Monday.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – The next meeting is scheduled for March 9th at Our Lady of Guadalupe Church at 6:00 p.m. The committee has agreed to move their meetings around town to allow for more citizen participation. 

EXTRATERRITORIAL JURISDICTION – I e-mailed Mel Yantis, City Manager of Hutto, last week to inquire when they would have a map of their ETJ. He advised they were working on the map, but did not know when they would complete it. I will hold off on putting Mr. Vorwerk back on the agenda until I have more information as per the motion to table. 

FIRE STATION – Ted is drafting earnest money contracts for the possible site of the new station.

HEB – We received the plans for the new HEB store and they layout is different than any other HEB store. The plans call for a Farm and Ranch Center adjacent to the new building.

HOWARD, NORTH DRIVE & SLOAN STREET – Casey advises that Howard Street will bid the first or second week of March.

LIBRARY – A survey is complete and Ted is drafting an agreement between the City and TISD for the exchange of land for the new library and the City taking maintenance of the swimming pool. Vickie and I are discussing March 9th as the next date for a joint meeting of Council and TISD Board.

OLD THORNDALE ROAD & EAST 3RD STREET BRIDGES – Water and wastewater utility relocations are substantially complete. The bridge construction crews are working on the new bridges. 

TAX ABATEMENT POLICY – Bob and I met on the policies and hope to have a draft tax abatement policy to Council within the month for consideration.

TELEPHONE SYSTEM – The new telephone system has been installed in City Hall. As with any new system, we are working out the “bugs”. We have plenty of “bugs”. 

TRUCK ROUTE – I visited with TxDOT this morning and they are reviewing the truck route signage at Hwy. 95 and Hwy. 79. They think we need additional signage at that intersection.
