
RESOLUTION NO. 04 - 6

A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE APPLICATION BY THE WILLIAMSON COUNTY AND CITIES HEALTH DISTRICT AND THE CAPITAL AREA RURAL TRANSPORTATION SERVICE TO THE WILLIAMSON COUNTY’S URBAN COUNTY PROGRAM FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A TRANSIT SYSTEM IN THE CITY OF TAYLOR.

WHEREAS, in the Williamson County Study Area, the Cities of Georgetown, Cedar Park, Pflugerville and Taylor have the highest needs for transit service; and 

WHEREAS, based on population density alone, these communities rank high in relative need for transit and should be further studied for possible fixed-route service; and 

WHEREAS, when considering the percentage of potentially transit dependent persons, autoless households, and supply of affordable housing, Taylor represents a higher need for such service; and

WHEREAS, smaller cities such as Granger, Bartlett, and Thrall also have relatively high percentages of potentially transit dependent persons and may be good candidates for demand-responsive service; and

WHEREAS, the 2002 Williamson County Public Transportation plan following public hearings and an extensive study concluded the need for a fixed route in Taylor to assure that all persons have access to medical services, employment, nutritional outlets, and other basic needs; and 

WHEREAS, almost all the social services in the county agreed in the 2001 Williamson County Health and Human Services assessment that transportation is the single most problematic issue.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Taylor, Texas, that:
SECTION ONE:

The city of Taylor recognizes the need in Taylor for residents to have access to employment, school, medical services, recreation, shopping and other needs.

SECTION TWO

The city of Taylor supports the Williamson County & Cities Health District and the Capital Area Rural Transportation Services efforts to secure CDBG funds for a local fixed public transit route.

SECTION THREE

The city of Taylor encourages and supports the Williamson County Urbanization CDBG funding process to include funding for the development of a fixed public transit route in Taylor.
