RESOLUTION NO. R04-9
A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CALLING OF AN ELECTION TO BE HELD IN THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, ON SATURDAY, MAY 15, 2004, FOR THE PURPOSE OF ADDING TO THE BALLOT THE PROPOSITION “ADOPTION OF THE FIRE FIGHTERS’ AND POLICE OFFICERS’ CIVIL SERVICE LAW”; DESIGNATING THE POLLING PLACES AT WHICH VOTING SHALL TAKE PLACE; APPOINTING AN EARLY VOTING CLERK AND AN EARLY VOTING BALLOT BOARD; PROVIDING FOR NOTICE OF SAID ELECTION.


WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of Articles 701 and 704, Vernon's Annotated Texas statutes, as amended, the Texas Election Code, the City Charter and other related statutes the City Council of the City of Taylor, Texas is authorized to amend the call for an election in order to submit to the voters the proposition to vote for or against the adoption of the fire fighters’ and police officers’ civil service law in the City of Taylor.


WHEREAS, it is hereby officially found and determined that the meeting at which this resolution is approved was open to the public, and public notice of the time, place and purpose of the meeting was given, as required by Chapter 551, Government Code, as amended.


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR:

1. An election is hereby ordered to be held in the City of Taylor, Texas, on Saturday, May 15, 2004, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m., for the purpose of:


a)  Voting for or against the adoption of fire fighters’ and police officers’ civil service law and 

b) For electing two persons as members of the City Council of the City of Taylor, one to be elected from District 1 and one to be elected from District 4.  Person(s) filing as a candidate for such office(s) must be a resident of the election precinct for which the person files as a candidate.  The person(s) elected shall be elected for a three (3) year term.


2.  For the purpose of said election there shall be four election precincts more particularly described as Districts 1, 2, 3, and 4 as set out on the map marked Exhibit “A” attached and made a part hereof for all purposes as fully as though copied herein at this place at length.  Eligible voters shall vote in the election precinct in which they reside.  The four polling places are as follows:

3.  Should a run-off election be required under applicable law, same shall be held on Saturday, June 12, 2004, at the same polling places with the same election officials.


4.  The City Clerk shall cause the official ballots for said election to be prepared and printed in conformity with Chapter 52 of the Texas Election Code, adopted by the Sixty-Ninth Legislature in 1985, and as now contained in Sec. 52.001, et seq, of the Election Code, said ballots to be printed not less than twenty (20) days prior to May 15, 2004.


5.  Early voting shall be conducted by personal appearance and by mail at the City of Taylor, City Hall Municipal Building, 400 Porter Street, Taylor, Texas during the period early voting is required or permitted by law, being April 28, 2004 through May 11, 2004 on each weekday.  The hours designated for early voting by personal appearance shall be from 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. on each weekday.  The polling places will also be open for voting by personal appearance on Thursday, May 6, 2004 until 7:00 p.m. and on Saturday, May 8, 2004 from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. The City Clerk Barbara Belz shall serve as the early voting clerk.  In the absence of the City Clerk, Susan Brock shall serve as Early Voting Clerk.


6.  An Early Voting Ballot Board is hereby created to process early voting results.  Evelyn Flowers Cook is hereby appointed as the Presiding Judge of the Early Voting Ballot Board.  The Presiding Judge shall appoint at least two other members of the Board.


7.  All resident, qualified electors of District 1, District 2, District 3, and District 4 shall be entitled to vote at the election for adoption of the civil service law.


8.  All residents, qualified electors of District 1 and District 4 shall be entitled to vote at the election for their respective candidate.


9.  The City Clerk of the City of Taylor shall give notice of election in the manner required by the Charter of the City of Taylor and the Texas Election Code and shall further give notice by posting a copy of this resolution on the bulletin board in the City Hall in Taylor, Texas, at least twenty (20) days before the election date.
