RESOLUTION NO. R04-10

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, APPOINTING ELECTION JUDGES FOR MAY 15, 2004


WHEREAS, the City of Taylor, Texas is a home rule municipality located in Williamson County, and operating pursuant to the enabling legislation of the State of Texas; and

WHEREAS, in accordance with law a general election has been ordered for Saturday, May 15, 2004 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that for the purpose of said election there shall be one election precinct for each District.  The Presiding Judge, Alternate Judge and the polling places are as follows:

2.
The Presiding Judge shall appoint not less than two nor more than four qualified election clerks to serve and assist in conducting the election, as further directed by the City, provided that if the Presiding Judge actually serves as expected, the Alternate Presiding Judge shall be one of such clerks.  In the absence of the Presiding Judge named above, the Alternate Presiding Judge shall perform the duties of the Presiding Judge.


3.
Early voting shall be conducted by personal appearance at the main early voting location at City Hall Municipal Building, 400 Porter Street, Taylor, Texas.  Early voting shall be conducted at the main early voting polling place during the hours of 8:30 a.m. through 4:30 p.m. commencing on Wednesday, April 28, 2004 through May 11, 2004 as provided by the provisions of the Texas Election Code.  Early voting will be also be conducted on Thursday May 6, 2004 until 7:00 p.m. and Saturday May 8, 2004 from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.  

Barbara Belz is hereby appointed the early voting clerk and Susan Brock is hereby appointed as the deputy early voting clerk.  The Early Voting Clerk’s mailing address to which ballot applications and ballots to be voted by mail may be sent is City Hall Municipal Building, Attn:  Early Voting Clerk, 400 Porter Street, Taylor, Texas 76574.


4.
An early ballot board is hereby created to process early voting results and Evelyn Flowers-Cook is hereby appointed as the presiding judge of the board.  The presiding judge shall appoint at least two other members of the board.


5.
All resident, qualified electors of the City shall be entitled to vote at the election.  The City shall use paper ballots in conducting the election.


6.
The City Clerk shall give proper notice of the election.  This notice, including a Spanish translation thereof, shall be posted at three public places within the City and the City Hall at least twenty (20) days prior to the date the election, and be published on the same day in each of two successive weeks in the Taylor Daily Press, a newspaper of general circulation in the City, the first of these publications to appear in such newspaper not more than thirty (30) days, and not less than fourteen (14) full days prior to the date of the election.

In all respects the election shall be conducted in accordance with the

Texas Election Code. The Presiding Judge of the Early Voting Board, Presiding Judge, Alternate Judge and all clerks shall be compensated at an hourly rate of Seven Dollars ($7.00) per hour.


10.
The provisions of this Resolution are severable; and in case any one or more of the provisions of this Resolution or the application thereof to any person or circumstance should be held to be invalid, unconstitutional, or ineffective as to any person or circumstance, the remainder of this Resolution nevertheless shall be valid, and the application of any such invalid provision to persons or circumstances other than those as to which it is held invalid shall not be affected thereby.
