	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this item is transmit to the City Council for review the Semi-annual Impact Fee Report for the period July 1, 2004 through December 31, 2004.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


Background:

On January 10, 2002, the City Council adopted Ordinance 2001-53, which enacted impact fees in the city of Taylor. The ordinance was effective on January 16, 2002. This ordinance enables the City to collect impact fees for water and wastewater facilities.

Section 1.21 of ordinance 2001-53 requires the Advisory Committee to “File semi-annual reports evaluating the progress of the City in achieving the capital improvements plans and identifying any problems in implementing the plans or administering the impact fees, and any perceived inequities in administration of the fee.” This brief report is intended to comply with that section’s requirements.

Issues and Analysis

During this period, $49,695 of water impact fees and $14,011 of wastewater impact fees were collected.

The impact fee capital improvements plan identified $5,565,215 worth of improvements. Of that total, $247,388.56, or 4.45%, has been collected since the inception of the impact fee program. 

Attached is a summary report reflecting the impact fee revenues for the last six months as well as the revenues collected since the inception of the program. To date, no impact fees have been expended.

Staff has not experienced any problems implementing the plans, administrating the impact fees, or has discovered any inequities in the administration of the fees.
