Murphy Park Old Pool Building


Staff has examined the old pavilion, restroom, and concession structures at Murphy Park and offers the following:

Pavilion:

· Roofing material has failed

· Decking under roof has failed and is breaking apart

· Several structural columns show signs of failure

Restroom/ Concession Buildings:

· Roofs (under Pavilion) have failed and are breaking apart

· Masonry block walls have several significant structural failures and are pulling apart

Mothballing;


We should not allow staff to access the roof of any of the structures for safety reasons.  This means to cover the holes in the roof, we would have to rent a lift truck and use a lightweight cover of some kind (plastic).  If the roof remains as is, I’m not sure we will incur any more damage than we already have.  If we try to cover the roof to prevent further water damage, we will likely encounter significant cost. The buildings are fenced off and locked to prevent public entry.  It doesn’t appear that structures will fall at this point, except for the decking on the roof.

This report does not represent a detailed structural analysis.

Casey,

Here are some bullets of interest that staff has researched about the old pool house.

· The asphalt shingles are rotted.

· the decking is rotted due to failure of the shingles and staff has found that the decking was installed incorrectly, which contributes to the rotting of the rafters and the trusses.

· the rafter and trusses are recycled from another structure from a neighboring community which would cause difficulty in matching.

· The three concrete block structures all are splitting apart.

Staff feels that this structure is unsafe to repair and occupy. The Jaycees covered the roof with plastic three to four years ago using a crane and basket.
