The purpose of this short memorandum is to inform you and the City Council of the latest developments relating to the development of the new comprehensive plan.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PLAN

On Monday evening, March 29, 2004 the economic development consultants unveiled the preliminary economic development plan. This document contains the recommended strategies for carrying out the mission of the plan.

To date, the Historical Development Report, the Baseline Analysis Report, and the preliminary Economic Development Plan Recommendations have been completed.

As a reminder, the plan will be “rolled out” on May 1. Location and times are forthcoming.

CORE PLAN - COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

The next meeting of the advisory board will be on May 10, 2004 at City Hall. The meeting will start at 6:00 p.m. The focus of the meeting will be to continue the review of and discuss the thoroughfare plan as well as the future land use plan. Time permitting; the previous chapters will also be discussed. These include the vision statement, population and socio-economic data, existing land use, and housing.

Pending components include downtown, health and human services, and the implementation plan.
