Proposed Ordinance 2004-2, Increasing the Fines for Unsafe Substandard Buildings

The purpose of this short memorandum is to inform you and the City Council why Ordinance 2004-2 is not on the April 27, 2004 agenda for final consideration.

The ordinance was prepared to increase the maximum fine for unsafe substandard buildings from $500 per occurrence per day to $2,000. By reviewing an ordinance adopted in 1994, staff discovered that the fine was below the statutory maximum allowed by the State. It was also not in line with all of the other similar ordinances that do have the higher fine amount.

The new ordinance was introduced on April 8, 2004.

Since that time, our city attorney informed us that in 2001, with ordinance 2001-9, the maximum fine had already been changed to the $2,000 level.
