A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS, AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION OF A COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM APPLICATION TO WILLIAMSON COUNTY; AND AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO ACT AS THE CITY’S EXECUTIVE OFFICER AND AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE IN ALL MATTERS PERTAINING TO THE CITY’S PARTICIPATION IN THE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM.

That a Community Development Block Grant Program application is hereby authorized to be filed on behalf of the City with Williamson County.

That the application be for $200,000.00 of grant funds to carry out a park improvements project.

That the City directs and designates the City Manager as the City’s Chief Executive Officer and Authorized Representative to act in all matters in connection with this application and the City’s participation in the Williamson County Community Development Block Grant Program.

That it further be stated that the City of Taylor is committing $20,000.00                        from its general fund as a cash contribution toward the activities of this park improvements project.
