	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE



To cancel May 7 City Council election with only one candidate submitting an application for the At Large position by the March 7 deadline and no write in candidates coming forward by March 14.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

On February 22, 2005 the Council approved Resolution R05-7 calling for an election on May 7, 2005 for the purpose of electing the At Large member of the City Council.  As of Monday, March 14, 5:00 p.m., only one candidate application was received from Rodney Hortenstine and no write in candidates have come forward.  According to Chapter 2, Subchapter C of the Election Code “Upon receiving the certification, the city council may, by order or ordinance, declare the unopposed candidates elected to office, in which case the election is canceled.”

	4. TIMELINE CONSIDERATIONS
