RESOLUTION R05-12

APPROVAL OF THE CONSTRUCTION OF A BUILDING FOR THE WILLIAMSON COUNTY APPRAISAL DISTRICT

WHEREAS, Section 6.051, TEXAS TAX CODE authorizes the Board of Directors of an appraisal district to purchase real property and construct improvements as necessary to establish and operate the appraisal office, and

WHEREAS the Board of Directors of the Williamson County Appraisal District has previously delivered a copy of Resolution 2004-1 and 2004-2 requesting approval to purchase a tract of land and sell their existing building and that request was duly approved, and

WHEREAS the Board of Directors of the Williamson County Appraisal District is now requesting approval of the construction of a building on the land, and

WHEREAS the Board of Directors of the Williamson County Appraisal District has also delivered information showing the proposed cost of the building, and

WHEREAS, Section 6.051, TEXAS TAX CODE requires that an appraisal district’s construction of a building must be approved by three-fourths (3/4) of the taxing units entitled to vote on the appointment of board members, and

WHEREAS the referenced provision of the Texas Property Tax Code authorize the following action:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Taylor,

THAT, the Williamson County Appraisal District’s proposal to construct a building on a 5.826 acre tract of land in the C. Stubblefield Survey, Abstract No. 558 in the City of Georgetown, Williamson County, Texas is hereby APPROVED.
