A RESOLUTION CANVASSING THE RETURNS AND DECLARING THE RESULTS OF THE DISTRICT 1 AND DISTRICT 4 CITY COUNCIL AND CIVIL SERVICE LAW PROPOSITION ELECTION HELD IN THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS ON THE 15th DAY OF MAY, 2004

WHEREAS, in accordance with the Charter of the City of Taylor, Texas, the Laws and Constitution of the State of Texas, pursuant to a Consent Decree in Civil Action Number A-84-AC-44 in the United States District Court for the Western District of Texas, Austin Division, and Resolution No. R04-3 passed and approved by the City Council of the City of Taylor on February 12, 2004, for the purpose of electing two people as members of the City Council of said City and being the District 1 position and District 4 position to serve a three-year term expiring May 2007, and Resolution No. R04-9 passed and approved on March 11, 2004 for the purpose of adopting civil service law for police officers and firefighters an election was held on May 15, 2004;

WHEREAS, said election was duly held in the District 1 and District 4 election districts as set forth in the resolution calling said election; and in Districts 1, 2, 3 and 4 as set forth in the resolution calling said election for civil service law,

WHEREAS, the presiding judges in the election districts and the presiding judge for early voting have certified to the City Council of this City the results of said election in said election districts; and

WHEREAS, said returns of said election for said election districts and for early voting have been duly canvassed in accordance with law and upon consideration of same it appears that said election was in all respects legally held after due notice had been given in compliance with law and with the Charter of the City of Taylor and that said returns were duly and legally made; and

WHEREAS, there was cast in the District 1 election the number of votes indicated and the votes for the candidate for the District 1 position on the City Council in said district are as follows:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Taylor, Texas that:

Section 1.  Said election was duly called; that notice was given in accordance with the Constitution and laws of the State of Texas, the Charter of the City of Taylor, Texas, and the resolution calling said election; that said election was held in accordance with law; that due returns of said election have been made by the presiding judges of the districts and by the presiding judge of early voting, being the proper officers to make same; that at said election Donald R. Hill was duly elected as District 1 Council member and Ella Pumphrey Jez was duly elected as District 4 Council member each to serve three-year terms expiring May 2007.  

Section 2. Donald R. Hill is hereby declared elected as City Council member of the City of Taylor District 1 position and Ella Pumphrey Jez is hereby declared elected as City Council member of the City of Taylor District 4 position and to serve terms of three (3) years expiring May 2007 and until their successors are duly elected and qualified.

Section 3.  Civil Service Law is hereby adopted for the police officers and firefighters employed by the City of Taylor.
