Public Works Director Casey Sledge presented Komatsu Architecture’s proposal and contract for design services for the new Library.  Mr. Sledge recommended entering into a contract for library design in the amount of $ 233,981.  Council member Mikeska made a motion approve the contract as presented subject to the purchase of the land.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Maruska.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

OPPOSE SCHOOL FINANCE OR TAX SYSTEM REFORM THAT WOULD NEGATIVELY AFFECT CITY REVENUES – RESOLUTION NO R04-17

Mayor Pro Tem Maruska made a motion to adopt Resolution No. R 04-17 opposing all school finance or tax reform efforts by the Texas Legislature that negatively impact the ability of the City to provide basic essential services, conduct economic development activities, and ensure public safety by limiting our ability, beyond the provisions of current law, to collect property tax or sales tax revenues.  Second by Council member McDonald.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Council member Mikeska voted NO.  Motion Passed.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS OPPOSING ANY SCHOOL FINANCE OR TAX SYSTEM REFORMS THAT WOULD NEGATIVELY AFFECT CITY REVENUES AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT EFFORTS

PROHIBIT SLAUGHTERING OF ANIMALS WITHIN CITY LIMITS – INTRODUCE ORDINANCE NO. 2004-5

City Attorney Ted Hejl read the caption to Introduce Ordinance No. 2004-5.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 99-16 ESTABLISHING GENERAL REGULATIONS FOR THE CONTROL OF ANIMALS WITHIN THE CITY BY PROHIBITING SLAUGHTER OF ANIMALS AND ADDING A DEFINITION OF “SLAUGHTER”; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; PROVIDING A PENALTY OF FINE NOT TO EXCEED THE SUM OF FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($500.00) FOR EACH OFFENSE, EXCEPT WHERE A DIFFERENT PENALTY HAS BEEN ESTABLISHED BY STATE LAW FOR SUCH OFFENSE, OR FOR ANY VIOLATION OF ANY PROVISION WHICH GOVERNS PUBIC HEALTH OR SANITATION WHICH SHALL BE PUNISHED BY PENALTY OF FINE NOT TO EXCEED THE SUM OF TWO THOUSAND ($2,000.00); PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION
