REGULAR AGENDA – REVIEW/DISCUSS & CONSIDER/ACTION:

3. Proclamation – Zion Chapel Missionary Baptist Church 87th Homecoming Anniversary.  (Mayor)

4. Public hearing and Introduce Ordinance No. 2003-22 – Zoning change application submitted by Ronald McBroom and George Williams for 11.33 acre tract of land in the John Pharass Survey, Abstract No. 495 on State Highway 95 from Single Family (R-1) to General Business (B-2) for a Chicken Express.  (Bob) If approved, this would rezone property north of the Taylor Plaza for retail development.

5. Public hearing and consider a request from Keith Hagler to waive impact fees on eleven lots on the north side of Miller Street between First and Second Avenue.  (Bob) Mr. Hagler is requesting the Council waive impact fees on eleven lots on Miller Street. We have included a copy of the exception portion of the Impact Fee Ordinance for your review.

6. Chamber of Commerce Second Quarter Hotel/Motel Budget.  (Shanta Kuhl)

7. Designate signatory for Crime Victim Liaison Grant Funds – Resolution No. R03-18.  (Chief Straub) If approved the Chief would apply for a two-year grant that would allow victims assistance personnel to be hired by the City. The grant is for two years. At the end of this time period, we could reapply for additional grants, fund the positions through the General Fund or eliminate the positions.

8. Support Taylor Municipal Airport as the new Central Texas Airport – Resolution No. R03-16.  (Bob) Bob is requesting the Council adopt a resolution that would ask TxDOT Aviation to consider Taylor for the location of the Central Texas Airport. Currently, TxDOT is evaluating sites for the proposed new airport.

9. Award contracts for management/consultant and engineering firm to administer the 2003/2004 Texas Community Development Program grant for wastewater system improvements. Staff advertised for RFP’s last August and recommended selection of Leo Wood & Associates for management/consultant and Hejl, Lee & Associates for engineering services. Since we did this prior to the application, we received five extra points. We now need Council to officially hire the two firms for professional services under this grant. The grant will replace wastewater lines in the Dickey Street area.

10. Award contracts for management/consultant and engineering firm to administer the Texas Capital Fund grant for the Harimasa project. The State advised that we have until the end of the month to hire the consultant and engineer for the Harimasa – Texas Capital Fund Grant. Staff advertised for RFP’s and recommends Langford Management Services for the grant management/consultant contract and Hejl, Lee & Associates for the engineering services contract. 

11. Intention to issue city of Taylor combination tax and revenue certificates of obligation series 2003, in an amount not to exceed $4,000,000 – Resolution No. R03-17.  (Charles) To proceed with the issuance of the certificates of obligation in September, we are asking Council to adopt this resolution. 

12. Consider the Facilities Committee recommendation on city facilities: Fire station, library, public works, animal shelter, City hall and civic center.  (Frank) The Facilities Review Committee will meet on Monday, July 14th. We will bring their recommendation to you at the meeting.

13. Schedule Council meetings for July and August.  (Frank) We have the second budget workshop scheduled for July 31st. We need three meeting in August for approval of the budget. The budget calendar has August 7th, 19th and 26th as dates for meetings related to budget adoption. I would suggest we cancel the August 14th regular meeting. If we have the next BRA contract public meeting on August 5th, Council can hold a public hearing on the proposed contract on the August 7th meeting and then consider action.  

14. Zoning Board of Adjustment alternate appointment.  

15. EXECUTIVE SESSION: The Taylor City Council will conduct a closed meeting under section 551.071 of the Texas Local Government Code in order to meet with it’s City Attorney on a matter in which the duty of the Attorney to the governmental body under the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct of the State Bar of Texas authorize and allow such closed meeting and which Rules conflict with the Texas Open Meetings Act.

CITY MANAGER REPORT – July 18, 2003

AIRPORT – We are waiting on direction from ERCOT before we proceed further with the FAA.

ANNUAL STREET SEAL-COATING – Contractor started the seal-coating project and stopped due to a question on patching holes. Casey is working with the contractor to solve the problem. This item is on the agenda.

BRA CONTRACT – We are proposing to hold the next public meeting on August 5th at 6:00 p.m. If Council approves the recommended meeting schedule for August, we plan for a public hearing on the contract at the August 7th meeting with an action item.

BUDGET WORKSHOP – The next budget workshop is scheduled for Thursday, July 31st at 6:00 p.m. We will cover all enterprise funds.

CRYSTAL CIRCLE DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS – Mr. Routh advises that Leal Construction should begin their portion of the work to complete the drainage structure before the end of the month. 

FACILITIES REVIEW COMMITTEE – This item is on the agenda. 

HOWARD, NORTH DRIVE & SLOAN STREET – Mr. Slivensky originally advised he would dedicate easement on the west side of North Drive (north of the bridge at Bull Branch Creek), recently he has wavered. Casey is trying to persuade him to dedicate the necessary easement for the street widening. This could possibly hold up the North Drive project.

OLD THORNDALE ROAD BRIDGE – K & S Iron made the temporary repairs to the bridge. It has been reopened. We continue to negotiate with Mr. Klima on right-of-way needed to construct the new bridge. Hopefully, the negotiations will be successful so that the reconstruction will not be delayed.

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – Gould Evans submitted their final construction document for staffs review last week. 

TRUCK ROUTE – TxDOT staff advised that they have completed the detail for the new signs. They are waiting on approval from their supervisor before they can send out the work orders to maintenance. 

“WELCOME TO TAYLOR” ENTRANCE SIGN – C & C Construction completed the foundation and brickwork on the new sign. The water department installed a new water meter. We need to move the electric meter and then the Garden Club will relocate the sprinkler system and install dirt and plants. City crews will then remove the old sign from Mr. Richard’s property.
