Consider request from Taylor Housing Authority for new meters




	DESCRIPTION/JUSTIFICATION:
The Taylor Housing Authority is requesting the Sunset Apartments and Mary Olson Apartments be converted from master meters currently serving each complex to standard 3/4 x 5/8 meters, at all units for individual billing. The conversion is supposed to promote water conservation on the part the residents. According to the Taylor Housing Authority the impact on individual residents will be negligible as they are provided a utility allowance; if the resident is conservative with their usage, the resident will benefit from the savings. The style of meter currently in place is not accurate below two gallons per minute. The 5/8” meter is accurate at ¼ gallon per minute The housing authority is requesting the City of Taylor provide 120 meters. Taylor Housing Authority will provide parts and installation at an estimated cost of $21,000. 

FINANCIAL/BUDGET:

The approximate cost to the City of Taylor for the 120 meters is $22,320. This is not a budgeted item. Funding for this request would have to come from the Utility Reserve Fund.

RECOMMENDATION:
