	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


This request to close a public street and sell merchandise on public property is also a request to waive Section 20-10 of the City Code, “It shall be unlawful for any person to peddle, solicit, engage in consumer transactions, sell, offer for sale, or exhibit for sale any merchandise upon any public sidewalk, city park, public property, street, street right-of-way, parkway, or other public right-of-way (“city property”), except when conducted on public property adjacent to and contiguous with a permanent place of business owned or operated by a merchant regularly conducting retail sales from such place of business and in compliance with all other laws and regulations pertaining to use of such public property.”  

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

Every year the Taylor Area Farmer’s Market vendors submit a request for permission to temporarily close 5th Street between Main and Porter Streets on Monday and Wednesday afternoons from 3:30pm to 6:30 pm to market their produce.  This year’s market is scheduled to begin on May 2, 2005 and run until early fall.
b) Issues and Analysis

Local vendors enjoy this opportunity to display and sell their fresh produce.  This activity also attracts people locally and from surrounding areas to the downtown area during the week.  

Temporary closing of the street for this one block has not caused any problems in the past and does not present a safety or traffic hazard to police or fire personnel.  The City currently allows St. Mary’s School to close a portion of 5th Street every weekday during school hours.  This closure would be after the St. Mary’s school removes their barricades.

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


None.  City Staff provide use of existing Road Closed signs at no cost.

	4. TIMELINE CONSIDERATIONS


The Taylor Area Farmer’s Market vendors would like to begin selling produce on Monday, May 2, 2005.

	5. RECOMMENDATION


To approve request from Farmer’s Market for street closure from May 2 through the fall season.
