Consider the Acceptance of Public Improvements for the Wal-Mart Supercenter




	RECOMMENDATIONS

· Receive update from staff on the status of the public improvements and other acceptance requirements.

· Accept the public improvements associated with the new Wal-Mart and outlots around the site if the standard requirements have been met.

DESCRIPTION/JUSTIFICATION:
The Wal-Mart Supercenter Addition Plat includes 8 lots – the main Wal-Mart site and 7 pad sites.  Wal-Mart has installed the water, sanitary sewer, and storm sewer that serve all of the lots, including some off-site sewer through the KB Home development.  

These are the requirements for acceptance of the public improvements for the Wal-Mart development:

· Completion of construction items noted during the site walk-through on May 21, 2004*

· Receipt of the Maintenance Bond from the contractor

· Receipt of Record Drawings from Wal-Mart’s engineer*

· Payment of Engineering Fees

Items with * had not been completed at the time this memo was written.  Staff will provide an update on the status of the starred items during the City Council meeting.  A copy of the site walk-through letter to Wal-Mart’s contractor is attached.

FINANCIAL/BUDGET:

Wal-Mart’s representative has paid the City of Taylor $19,944.32 for the Engineering Plan Review and Inspection Fees (4% of the value of the public improvements).

Deficiencies in Utility Walk-Through, Super Wal-Mart, Taylor, Texas

Dear Tommy:

Dennis Kleppe and I accompanied representatives of Tri-Dal Construction on Friday, May 21, 2004 on a walk-through of the public utilities associated with the construction of the new Super Wal-Mart in Taylor.  The following items related to public improvements were noted on the walk-through:

· Add valve stem extensions to all of the public water valves.  Top of extensions should be no deeper than 3 feet below finished grade.

· Wipe rings with grout in all wastewater manholes.

· Clean debris from wastewater manholes and lines.  (Do not flush the debris downstream; contain and remove the debris.)

· Explain why bolted wastewater manhole lids are used on the majority of the manholes instead of standard lids.

· Grout the pipe connections in the manholes located at Sta 2+41.07 in SS Line B and at Sta 0+00 in the off-site SS line.

· Adjust the fire hydrant to grade at Sta 8+44.74 on Water Line A.

· Install sanitary cleanouts on the wastewater service lines located at Sta 5+36.25 and Sta 10+88.16 on SS Line A.

· Install Hydra-Storz adapters on all fire hydrants.

· Uncover the domestic water meter located at Sta 5+75.94 on Water Line A.  Make sure it has a traffic bearing box and lid.

· Clean out the inlets located along Storm Line G.

· Notch the rim of the manhole so the lid will latch in the inlet on SD Line ‘G-B’ (connects to SD Line G at Sta. 8+64.88).

· Wipe the headwall at Sta 0+00 on SD Line G.

· Grout the pipe in the pond outfall structure in Detention Pond B (northeast corner of site).

· Add rip-rap around the outfall of Detention Pond B after the grading in that area is complete.

· Grout the pipe in the inlet located at the end of SD Line ‘I-D’ (adjacent to the gas station).  Clean out the inlet.

· Complete the invert in the inlet located at Sta 8+64.71 on SD Line I (the upstream end of SD Line I).

· Replace the sidewalk that was removed at the northwest corner of the site. (About 6 linear feet removed off-site.)

· Complete grading along FM 397 and SH 95.

· Construct the public perimeter sidewalk along FM 397 and SH 95.

· Establish grass on the outlots so that silt fence does not need to be maintained after Wal-Mart’s contractors have demobilized from the site.

· Pay any outstanding impact fees for water meters that have been installed at the site.  The following installed meters were noted during the walk-through:

One 2” domestic water meter for Wal-Mart building

Two 2” irrigation meters

One ¾” domestic meter for the gas station

One 1” irrigation meter for the gas station

Make sure accounts are set up for all of the meters.

Please let me know when these items have been taken care of so that we can verify their completion.  

Please refer to the letter addressed to Jeff Wooten of Dunaway Associates, Inc. and dated May 7, 2004 for a list of the requirements for acceptance of the public improvements.  As a reminder, the Taylor City Council must formally vote to accept public improvements at one of their meetings, the 2nd Thursday and 4th Tuesday of each month.  I have not yet received any information from Wal-Mart or its representatives about which City Council meeting is the target date for having the improvements accepted.
