If we elect to become an entitlement county, we would not compete for CDBG funds at CAPCO, instead we would receive funds annually based on our population (currently estimated at $100K to$120K).  This would allow Council to plan for improvements in the low-moderate income areas of the community with such projects as streets, water, wastewater, drainage, etc.
