CITY BOND ELECTION

City Manager Frank Salvato reviewed the four propositions on the November 4th bond election ballot.  He stated that staff was in the process of locating sites for a new fire station and hoped to present several locations to the Council in the next few weeks.

SCHOOL ENROLLMENT AND FACILITY TASK FORCE

TISD Superintendent Vickie Phelps said that school enrollment was down this year so the need to expand facilities at this time was not necessary.  The recommendation from the Citizens Long Range Facility Committee was not to hold a bond election in November.

SCHOOL LAND FOR LIBRARY

City Manager Salvato stated that the city was in need of land on the Old Taylor High School site to build a new library if the bond issue passed.  TISD Board Chairman Jessie Ancira said the school would like to swap the pool maintenance contract for the land.  Mr. Ancira said the pool maintenance contract costs TISD approximately $10,000 per year.  City Attorney Ted Hejl said the land would have to be appraised and a contract drawn up.  Mr. Salvato said he would get the land surveyed and appraised.  Superintendent Vickie Phelps suggested having a joint meeting before the election to finalize plans for the swap.  Mayor Hill said “Make it fair for all and move forward.”
MIDDLE SCHOOL SITE/COUNTY PARK/397 IMPROVEMENTS

Mr. Salvato said that HEB and WalMart were making major changes to the corner of Highway 95 and FM 397 per TxDOT.  David Krueger presented a proposed traffic routing plan through the County Park for student pick-up and drop-off that should keep traffic from backing up on FM 397.
