Proposed Banner Sign Exempt List

The purpose of this memorandum is to inform you and the City Council of staff plans to add a section to the sign ordinance listing organizations that are exempt from paying the banner sign fee.

The reason for the proposed list is to identify those organizations that have provided our community with either long standing or community wide events, or both, that have a positive impact on the quality of life for our residents. It will also reduce the cost to those organizations for accomplishing their community-wide objectives.

The proposed list includes:

1. Taylor Main Street

2. Local churches

3. Taylor Rodeo Association

4. TCAT

5. TISD

6. Service clubs and organizations (Taylor Lion’s Club, Taylor Kiwanis Club, Taylor Rotary Club, SPJST, Jaycees, etc)

7. Taylor United Way

8. City of Taylor

9. Taylor Garden Club

10. Taylor Chamber of Commerce

11. Taylor EDC

12. Taylor VFD

13. Pop Warner

14. Taylor Little League

15. YMCA

16. Williamson County

17. Parochial schools

18. Taylor Non-profit organizations

19. Johns Community Hospital

Staff proposes that these organizations will be exempt from paying the $25 per banner sign fee. The proposed amendment will also allow these organizations to place banners off premise, providing that they do not pose a traffic hazard. An application must still be filled out and the 90 day rule adhered to.

Staff intends to prepare an amendment to the sign ordinance and introduce it to the Council on the 9th of October.
