ORDINANCE NUMBER 2004-16

AMENDING TAYLOR SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.


WHEREAS, The City of Taylor, Texas adopted its Subdivision Ordinance wherein Chapter 2, Article 2, Subparagraph 2.11.1 “Utilities Furnished or Supplied by City” establishes sanitary sewer requirements; and


WHEREAS, the Subdivision Ordinance requires that sanitary sewers shall be installed to serve each lot and that all sewer systems shall be extended across lots to the adjacent property lines; and


WHEREAS, the City Council desires to amend Subparagraph 2.11.1 to require sanitary sewers to be installed to each lot, SAVE AND EXCEPT, when off-site sanitary sewer collection costs exceed ten percent (10%) of the total cost of the development requiring the off-site sanitary sewer service.



NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TAYLOR, TEXAS:


SECTION 1.  All of the facts recited in the preamble to this Ordinance are hereby found by the City Council to be true and correct and are incorporated by reference herein and expressly made a part hereof, as if copied herein verbatim.


SECTION 2.  Chapter 2, Article 2, Subsection 2.11.1 is hereby amended to read as follows:

2.11.1   Utilities Furnished or Supplied by City

Sewer.  Sanitary sewers shall be installed to serve each lot, and shall be extended across lots to the adjacent property lines, SAVE AND EXCEPT, when the off-site sanitary sewer construction cost exceeds ten percent (10%) of the total cost of the development requiring the off-site sanitary sewer service.  When the cost of the off-site sanitary sewer construction cost exceeds ten percent (10%) of the total development cost, then in that event, a septic system approved by the Williamson County Health District can be used for the development.

Water.  Water lines shall be installed to serve each subdivided or platted lots within the corporate limits of the City and within the extraterritorial jurisdiction.  All water systems shall be extended across lots to the adjacent property lines.

All public improvements shall be the responsibility of the developer.  Upon approval and acceptance of the water and sewer utilities by the City, the systems become the property of the City.


SECTION 3.  All provisions of the Taylor Subdivision Ordinance shall remaining effect and the Subdivision Ordinance is amended only as stated herein.


SECTION 4.  In the event any clause, phrase, provision, sentence, or part of this Ordinance or the application of the same to any person or circumstances shall for any reason be adjudged invalid or held unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, it shall not affect, impair, or invalidate this Ordinance as a whole or any part or provision hereof other than the part declared to by invalid or unconstitutional; and the City Council of the City of Taylor, Texas, declares that it would have passed each and every part of the same notwithstanding the omission of any such part thus declared to be invalid or unconstitutional, whether there be one or more parts.


SECTION 5.  In accordance with Article VIII, Section 1 of the City Charter, this Ordinance was introduced before the City Council of the City of Taylor, Texas, on the ______ day of August, 2004.
