1. Approve Minutes of August 19, 2004 and August 24, 2004. (Susan)

REGULAR AGENDA – REVIEW/DISCUSS & CONSIDER/ACTION:

2. Consider contract with Dunham Engineering for Murphy Park and Mallard water tank improvements.  (David) Staff is requesting approval of a contract with Mr. Dunham for engineering design on the improvements to the Murphy Park & Mallard Street water towers.
3. Consider feasibility study extension for airport hangars. (Bob) Last year Council approved a feasibility study period for Mr. Ray Gill on future hangars at the Airport. He delayed the study due to the proposed regional airport. He is now asking for an extension of the feasibility period. 
4. Consider interlocal agreement with Williamson County regarding HB 1445 and platting in city extraterritorial jurisdiction. (Bob) House Bill 1445 requires a City and Council to inter into an agreement that will allow developers to either address the City or the County, but not both organizations. We have worked up this agreement with Commissioner Limmer that complies with HB 1445. if you approve the agreement, Commissioner Limmer will take it to the County Commissioners Court for consideration.

5. Ordinance 2004-15 Tax Abatement Policy.  (Bob) Staff made the recommended changes from the last meeting.
6. Consider Resolution R04-22 to amend HOME Grant contract with TDHCA.  (Bob)
7. Introduce Ordinance 2004-20 to establish vacation and sick leave policies for firefighters and police officers. (Frank) This ordinance, if approved, will allow current police and firefighters to “bank” currently earned sick leave for future use after they exhaust all leave accumulated under Civil Service. The ordinance also addresses whether or not vacation is allowed to carry over.

8. Introduce Ordinance 2004-14 to allow access to Personnel “G” files.  (Starla) This ordinance will stipulate who can access the “G” files as part of Civil Service. The “G” files are maintained by the Chief’s within their respective departments and are not subject to open records requests.

9. Introduce Ordinance 2004-19 to address assignment pay for police officers and firefighters.  (Starla) This ordinance will approve the assignment pays Council agreed to in the budget workshops.

10. Consider authorization to use municipal court security and technology funds. (Frank) Staff would like to use the technology and security fund from Municipal Court to purchase a security system, telephone system and have telephone and computer wiring installed in the new City Hall Annex.

11. Public Hearing on Ordinance 2004-16 To Amend Subdivision Ordinance 2003-33 regarding water and wastewater utilities. (Mayor) Staff is requesting that you hold a public hearing and then pass on the ordinance until we see what the P&Z does with the variance request for a septic system.

12. Introduce Ordinance 2004-17, Fees. (Frank) Staff is recommending some minor changes to the Fee Ordinance. One of the changes is to the wholesale water rate for Hutto.

13. Introduce Ordinance 2004-18 Budget Amendment 2003-2004, 4th Quarter (Frank) This budget amendment is the last for this fiscal year.

14. Consider appointments to Airport Board and Moody Museum Advisory Board. (Mayor)

CITY HALL ANNEX – Ray Gill Architects is working on the plans for remodeling, i.e. cabinetry, painting and carpeting. 

CIVIL SERVICE – Bettye Lynn, Ted Hejl and staff are reviewing proposed rules and regulations that the Civil Service Board will consider for adoption at their meeting on September 8th at 8:00 am.

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – A joint meeting of the Committee and City Council is scheduled for Monday, September 13, 2004 at 6:00 p.m. at Northside School.

FIRE STATION – We are in the waiting period for Mr. Samuelson and Mr. Hagler to vacate the property. Komatsu is working on the design.

HIGHWAY 95 & FM 397 – TxDOT let the bids for the improvements along Hwy. 95 and FM 397 adjacent to Wal-Mart and HEB. TxDOT will not begin the project until we collect all fees from Wal-Mart, HEB and Williamson County and remit them to TxDOT.

HOWARD, NORTH DRIVE & SLOAN STREET – Shallow Ford wants to begin work at the North Drive bridge. TXU gas might have a gas line in the way. We are currently checking on this issue.

LIBRARY/PARK RESTROOMS – Komatsu Architecture is working on the preliminary design and cost estimates.

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – TxDOT is reviewing the plans. 

RIO GRANDE WASTEWATER – Smetana and Associates is replacing wastewater lines in the Rio Grande/Dickey Street area as part of the Community Development grant.

SMOKE TESTING – Smoke testing is continuing.

STREET SEAL-COATING – Ramming Paving is working on the annual street maintenance program. 

UTILITY BILLS – We are working on changing the utility bills from a post card to a one-page bill with a return envelope. This will allow us to go to a monthly City Manager/Economic Development Report instead of the quarterly report. We hope to make the change with no impact to the budget. I will keep you informed on our progress.
