A Public Hearing was held on June 28, 2005 and this Ordinance was officially introduced.  Homeland Security Presidential Directive 5 (HSPD-5) requires Federal Departments and agencies to make the adoption of NIMS by State and local organizations a condition for Federal preparedness assistance including grants, contracts, and other activities by FY 2005.

The intent of the NIMS is to address a full spectrum of potential incidents and hazard scenarios and to improve coordination and cooperation between public and private entities in domestic incident management activities.
