CITY MANAGER REPORT – July 11, 2005:

AIRPORT – The Texas Transportation Commission should take up our request for funds to construct the new hangars at their regular meeting in August.
CITY HALL ANNEX – Bob advised we needed to get a variance on the new sign in front of the City Hall Annex. Staff presented a new sign before the ZBA and the request was denied. I found that we presented the wrong sign. We will be requesting another variance from the ZBA with a new drawing.
DOAK STREET BALLFIELDS – We applied for a grant through the Urban County Program to construct improvements, i.e. restrooms, bleachers, picnic tables, etc., at the ball fields. We received notice from the County staff that we were not being recommended for funding.
HOME PROGRAM GRANT – The committee is processing applications for the eight recipient for the Home grant program. Once they make a recommendation, Bob will place the item on the Council agenda for consideration. 
HOWARD STREET – We hired a handicapped accessibility review company to conduct a review of the handicapped facilities along Howard Street. We received the report and provided a copy to the contractor. He is currently making changes to sidewalks and ramps along Howard Street.
HUTTO WHOLESALE WATER AGREEMENT – Ted, Casey and I have been meeting weekly to complete the Hutto Wholesale water contract amendment. We are very close to having a new draft to submit to Hutto for consideration.
INDOOR PARKS PLAN – Langford and Associates is working on the grant application. We are trying to get letters of support from local organizations which will give us extra points.
KOMATSU ARCHITECTURE – Representatives from Komatsu were here on July 7th to meet with staff. They were approximately 90% complete with plans. Hopefully, with the latest comments, they will be able to complete the plans.
MALLARD PARK SUBDIVISION – We completed a draft developer agreement for Mr. Biggars to consider. I received a call from an attorney representing Lennar Homes and he advised they were considering purchasing the 
NOACK – We submitted a draft wholesale water agreement to Leland Enochs. We are waiting to hear back from the Noack Board.
NORTH DRIVE – Contractor is substantially complete with bridge structure.  They are working on grading and drainage around the bridge. Casey has three change orders on this project for Council consideration on this agenda. Please see the transmittal letter.
OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – Architect has submitted final documents to TxDOT. District and Area offices of TxDOT are reviewing the plans.
OUTDOOR PARKS PLAN – Langford and Associates are also working on this grant application. We were approach by a private developer that wants to construct five boys’ baseball and five girls’ softball fields to hold tournaments 10 months out of the year in Taylor. We are working on a new layout of the East Williamson County land for consideration. We will be taking the proposal to the P&Z and Parks Board for a recommendation. This item will probably be on your July 28th agenda. If you would like to have more information, please contact me. 
RIO GRANDE WASTEWATER – Casey is working on the contractor to level-up the streets that were cut to install the wastewater lines. This item is on the agenda. Please see Casey’s transmittal letter.
