	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this resolution is to allow Council and staff to move forward with planning and design for the street repairs around the new fire station, park improvements (which might include the indoor recreational facility) and utility line relocation associated with the fire station.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background – Staff has had discussion with the Council about park improvements, i.e. Indoor Recreational Facility, and street improvements around the new fire station.
b) Issues and Analysis - Prior to spending funds that might be received from a future CO Bond issue, Council is required to adopt a reimbursement resolution. Adopting the resolution does not mean the City will proceed with the projects.

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


 The original estimate of future CO issuance was around $3.5 million. Staff is not recommending that size of issue for next year that would be associated with the above mentioned projects. Currently we would like to hire Smith-Western Engineering to design the street improvements around the proposed new fire station. This will also include utility line replacement and/or relocation.

	4. TIMELINE CONSIDERATIONS


The new fire station will probably be complete before we can complete the street improvements. If Council wishes to move forward on the streets, we should hire Smith-Western and begin the design.
