TO DISCUSS CALCULATION OF FIREFIGHTER PAY UNDER CIVIL SERVICE

Starla Hall, Director of Human Resources, presented information regarding the calculation of pay for firefighters under civil service.  She reviewed the Fair Labor Standards Act with regard to regular and overtime pay calculations for firefighters.  Council discussed various options to address the issue and Mayor Pro Tem McDonald made the following motion:

1) To use FLSA standards to calculate pay for hours worked by the firefighters in a 28-day period.

2) To use the calculation of time and a half versus half time for all hours worked beyond 212 hours.

3) To not include unscheduled overtime hours in the calculation of a firefighter’s rate of pay for their regular work period salary. Unscheduled overtime over 212 hours will be paid at time and a half.

4) To make necessary changes to the Personnel Policy section 6.03.03 to coincide with these changes and to pay only for the actual hours worked.

Council member Jez seconded the motion.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion passed.
