	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this item is to consider a contract with Sledge Engineering to assist with the preparation of an updated impact fee ordinance.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

In January 2002, the City adopted the current impact fee ordinance. In August 2004, the City hired Rimrock Consulting Company for approximately $25,000 to assist the Staff with updating the impact fee ordinance. At that time, both Casey Sledge and David Simons were still on the staff to assist with the project. Since that time, both have left the employment of the City.

b) Issues and Analysis

The Texas Local Government Code requires that the land use assumptions and the capital improvements plan must be updated at least every five years. Initiating the project now allows sufficient time to review the required documents and adopt the new ordinance prior to the January 2007 deadline.

The scope of services will include an update to the water and wastewater impact fees, and to add the roadway impact fees.

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


Sledge Engineering proposes to complete the project for $18,000 plus miscellaneous engineering fees: $6,000 for the water and wastewater impact fee update and $12,000 for the creation of the roadway impact fee.

The total cost for Rimrock and Sledge will be approximately $43,000. Since the inception of the impact fee program, the City has collected over $340,000. These fees can be used to pay for updates and additional studies relating to the imposition of impact fees.
