	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


This Agenda item is to discuss the results of the Storm Drainage Masterplan efforts to date.  The Masterplan study also included a Feasibility Study for creating a Drainage Utility Program.
	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


a) Background

In March 2004, the City hired Halff Associates, Inc. to start Phase I of a Storm Drainage Masterplan.  Halff completed Phase I in February 2005.  Halff will present the results of the study as well as recommendations to move forward with the Masterplan.
b) Issues and Analysis

Staff is concerned about some of the findings in the report, particularly the discrepancies compared to current floodplain data.  These discrepancies indicate the need to move on to Phase II of the Masterplan.  In short, Phase I includes hydrology (runoff amounts) studies and Phase II would include hydraulic (channel capacities) studies.

Also, a Drainage Utility program was studied, which could lead to the implementation of a Drainage Utility Fee to fund drainage projects.  Rimrock Consulting was hired by Halff and will present these findings.
