	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


Staff is asking Council to consider replacing the aging light system at Robinson Park and reduce the maintenance cost of maintaining the lights.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


Background:  

At a previous Council meeting on August 11, area residents asked that the lights be replaced and to provide a system that is more up to date and more reliable for lighting of the games played on the field.  Council agreed at that time to replace the eleven bulbs that were burned out and to begin prioritizing park plans for both Murphy and Robinson parks so that this issue of replacing poles and lights could be better addressed.
     Issues and Analysis:
      This action may conflict with the “Parks Master Plan”, if placed before the   
     prioritization of park improvements is completed.

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


    Costs would be covered with monies received from the sale of parkland at the corners
    of Lake Drive and Main Street.

	4. TIMELINE CONSIDERATIONS


  Tying in the placement of the lights with the “Parks Master Plan” is critical.

	5. RECOMMENDATION


Three bids were received, with the lowest bid being from Qualities for $72,487. This bid is for steel poles, turnkey installation of the electrical system, demolition and removal of the old system. Staff also recommends the purchase of the remote ballast for $3800 and the 10 year comprehensive warranty for $3800, making the total purchase price $80,087.
