Taylor Municipal Airport Fuel Pricing and Revenues

The purpose of this brief memorandum is to inform the City Council of the airport fueling pricing and revenues. Below is the most recent fuel survey.

AVGas Pricing

The current AVGas price is $2.00 per gallon. This is down from $2.10 per gallon. This reflects a 48 cent profit over the purchase price of $1.52 per gallon. The price was adjusted on October 22, 2003, partly in response to the fall fly-in. The previous adjustment was is November 25, 2003

Jet Fuel Pricing

The current Jet A Fuel price is $1.80 per gallon. This is up from $1.79 per gallon. This reflects a 68 cent profit over the purchase price of $1.12 per gallon. This price was adjusted in March 18, 2003. The previous price adjustment was in November 2002.

Gallons Sold and Revenues

As of September 30, 2003, the airport realized a total of $71,091 in fuel revenue from the sale of 42,222.5 gallons of fuel. This reflects 88.3% percent of the budget. September is 100 percent of the fiscal year.
