The following alleged violations have been given a compliance due date of March 3, 2004.

Alleged Violations

1. Cross-Connection at the carwash at the intersection of Mallard Land and Davis Street.
Staff has made owner of carwash aware of the violation in writing. Owner is in the process of installing recommended backflow assembly. 

2. Painted protective coating has failed in all areas of the surface water plant.                 

Staff has already started assessing what actions will be needed to safely remove old paint and repaint plant piping. Staff will be asking State for an extension on the March 3rd 2004 compliance due date due to weather conditions. (Paint will not adhere and dry in cold, damp weather)  This item would best be resolved during construction of plant expansion.

3. Overflow cover at the Mallard Tower did not fit tightly.                                                       
Staff corrected the overflow cover immediately following the inspection.    
4. Settled water splitter box has not been installed.                                                                    

Installation of the settled water splitter box requires shutting down plant for a minimum of 12hrs.  Staff has purchased and received splitter box and scheduled install for this winter. 

ALLEGED VIOLATIONS NOTED AND RESOLVED
1. Chlorine residual sampling in the distribution system was only being done five days a week. State requirement for Surface Water Plants is seven days a week.                               

Staff produced documentation indicating testing is being done at least once per day. 

2. Polymer-alum blend coagulant feed line was not labeled or colored to indicate content.
Staff color coated coagulant line during inspection.   
3. Air scour ventilation system terminated in a downward direction above each filter. However, the termination point was not screened.                                                              

Staff screened the ventilation system during inspection.

AREAS OF CONCERN

1. Adequate chemical storage provided for a 55-gallon drum of a polymer-alum blend. 
Staff had already ordered appropriate containment facility at time of inspection. Installation will be completed Dec. 4th 2003.

2. Clarifier #1 and #2 exhibited light rusting through the protective coating.                                                  

Staff will “spot” coat and paint light rusting. This will be done during installation of settled water splitter box. 

3. Murphy Park Elevated Tower protective coating is beginning to fail.                                                                    

Will be discussed with City Council.

4. Water Treatment capacity exceeds minimum required capacity? 

TCEQ points out plant is nearing capacity.

5.  Clearwell at Surface Water Treatment Plant exhibited signs of exterior protective coating failure. Additionally, areas of the roof of the tank allowing potential ponding of water     

Staff will determine the cost to recoat the exterior of the structure. Staff will schedule recoating of the tank during summer months. Staff is in the process of obtaining information on temporary and long-term solution for roof ponding.
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
