CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS PROJECTS

Public Works Director Casey Sledge presented the proposed capital improvement plan which showed a five-year plan with 27 “Funded” projects totaling $13,928,071 (see attached) and an additional 35 “Unfunded” projects totaling $27,722.190.  Mr. Sledge also reviewed the water connections in the city.  Currently the City has 6,393 existing accounts.  Maximum connections allowed before the City will have to expand the water treatment plant is 6,800, leaving only 407 new connections before the City is in violation with the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality.  As of November 17, 2003 there are 1,440 platted/planned lots.

Impact fee revenue report shows a total of $78,767 as of November 14, 2003.

Council member Mikeska made a motion to authorize $18,000 for Murphy Park swimming pool repairs.  Second by Mayor Pro Tem Maruska.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.
