CALL FEBRUARY 7, 2004 ELECTION FOR SALE OF WATER PLANT AND RELATED INFRASTRUCTURE – RESOLUTION NO. R03-37

City Manager Frank Salvato stated that the reason this Resolution is being presented at this time is that at the Capital Improvements meeting Council asked staff how soon a new election could be called to sell the water treatment plant.  Mayor Hill said that “information available since the November 4th election has given citizens a better understanding of the impact of a “no sale.”  Mayor Pro Tem Maruska stated that he has received 55 phone calls with 95% of those callers stating that they voted against selling the plant, but have since changed their mind.  “Maybe we have a more educated voter this time,” Mayor pro Tem Maruska said.  “Callers were swayed by a mailer which contained inaccurate information.  We can shut the doors and stop issuing building permits and who is going to pay for street improvements and infrastructure problems.”

Citizen Ron Pekar and Richard Gardner expressed their concerns about calling another election at this time.  

Citizens John Sanford and Joe Nazier spoke in favor of calling another election.  Mr. Nazier said the mailer was insulting and full of lies, and undermined a just and fair vote.

Mayor Pro Tem Maruska made a motion to approve Resolution R03-37 calling an election on February 7, 2004 for sale of water treatment plant and related infrastructure.  Second by Council member McDonald.  VOTE:  Four voted AYE.  Motion Passed.
