3. Eagle Scout presentation to Andrew Glenn Brock.  (Mayor)

4. National Historic District for Taylor.  (Claire Maxwell) Claire is requesting Council endorsement to proceed with the National Historic District application. 

5. Public hearing and introduce Ordinance No. 2004-1 – Zoning change application submitted by Eric Moehnke for property located at 203 Commercial Drive from Local Business (B-1) to General Business (B-2) for a cabinet shop.  (Bob) Mr. Moehnke has been operating a cabinet shop out of this building for approximately two years. He wants to purchase the building but wants it to comply with the zoning ordinance. The P&Z has recommended rezoning to B-2.

6. Resolution No. R03-38 – Planning Grant Assistance Application – Texas Water Development Board. (Casey) Council adopted this resolution last month, but the TWDB is asking that some of the wording in the resolution be changed.

7. “Preserve America” community – Resolution No. R04-1.  (Robbie)

8. Interlocal agreement with Williamson County for paving design on FM 397. (Casey) This agreement would allow us to include the County improvements to FM 397 in our engineering contract.

9. Eckerd’s contract. (Ted) Ted has drafted an earnest money contract with SCC Texas for the parkland at Main and East Lake Drive for a planned Eckerd Pharmacy.

10. Purchase light truck for Public Works Department. (Casey) The low bid was received in the amount of  $19,081.00 from Lawrence Marshall Chevrolet for a new 1-ton extended cab truck. $22,000 was budgeted for this truck.

12. CITY MANAGER REPORT – January 5, 2003

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN – Bob has scheduled two meetings in January for the Comprehensive Planning committee. They will meet at Northside Elementary on January 12th and 26th.

CRYSTAL CIRCLE DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS – This project is substantially complete, except for growing grass.

HOWARD, NORTH DRIVE & SLOAN STREET – Casey met with the engineer on Howard prior to the holiday break. We should bid Howard Street toward the end of January. Casey is meeting today, Monday, with the engineer on North Drive. Sloan Street is being designed.

OLD THORNDALE ROAD & EAST 3RD STREET BRIDGES – Utility relocations should be complete by January 18th. The bridge construction crews will move in on January 12th. 

OLD TOWN TAYLOR STREETSCAPE PROJECT – Casey will be meeting with Gould Evans next Friday, January 9th, to review the final set of plans. If approved, the plans will be submitted to TxDOT for approval and bidding.

NOACK WHOLESALE WATER CONTRACT – Noack is reviewing the last contract submittal from staff.

PARK RESTROOMS – Casey is negotiating a proposal with Komatsu Architecture for the design of the park restrooms.

PARKS PLAN – Casey has scheduled a public meeting for the Master Park Plan Committee on January 20th at Northside Elementary. 

RETAIL DEVELOPMENT – John Nelson, Bob and I will meet with the Buxton Company tomorrow to discuss retail development. The Buxton Company performs an evaluation of the community and advises what part of the retail market to attract to the community.

TAX ABATEMENT POLICY – Bob and I are meeting on the policies and hope to have a proposal to Council within the month for consideration. 

TRUCK ROUTE – Chief Straub and I will meet with TxDOT on January 7th to discuss the truck route signs. Chief Straub does not believe the truck route is properly signed for enforcement.

URBAN COUNTY – The County Commissioners will hold a public meeting on January 20th at 5:30 p.m. in Georgetown to discuss the prioritization of future Urban County projects.
