Agenda Title:  Citizen Requirement for Board Appointment

	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this item is to request that the Council consider removing the citizen requirement from the list of pre-requisites to serving on the City’s advisory boards.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


The current “Boards and Commission Handbook” requires that all appointees to Boards and Commissions must be citizens of the United States.

In some instances applicants indicate that they are citizens of other countries, yet live in the States as legal residents. This automatically renders them ineligible to serve on our local Boards and Commissions. More specifically, an applicant for the Main Street Board was not considered because the applicant was a British citizen.

The removal of the citizenship requirement may allow more volunteers to be appointed to advisory boards. Especially since finding volunteers to fill vacancies is often challenging.

If approved, the application will be amended to require some proof of legal residency if a non-citizen applies for a position.
