	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this agenda item is to present for Council consideration an amendment to the contract between the City of Taylor and the Williamson County Health District.   

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


Background - See referenced letter concerning the History of the Williamson County & Cities Health District (WCCHD) Cooperative Agreement.

  Issues and Analysis – For the most part, the changes proposed in the current agreement are relatively minor as they effect the provision of services to the participating agencies. A summary listing of the changes are shown on pages 3 and 4 of the attached “pdf” file. 

One change of consequence is item number 11 which states “If a judgment is levied against the DISTRICT, employee(s), or public servant(s) as defined by Chapters 101,102, or 108 of the Civil Practice and Remedies Code, the member governments agree to pay these costs, under the limits of those Chapters, as requested by the Boards and according to section #13C of this Agreement.”
Section #13C provides that “member governments agree to pay a per capita portion of the legal fees and/or judgment according to the limitations in Chapters 101,102, or 108 of the Civil Practice and Remedies Code”. 

This means that if a claim is filed against the District, the City could be required to pay a portion of the costs of the claim. Every avenue was explored to see if coverage could be obtained other than self-insurance without results.  While the potential for loss in any significant amount is relatively low, the Council should be aware that there is some exposure in agreeing to enter into this Cooperative Agreement.  The City Attorney will be in a position to discuss this more fully at the Council Meeting.  

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


Impact on the budget of the City of Taylor in any year is contingent upon any claims that might be filed in the future. 

	4. RECOMMENDATION


Staff recommendation is that the City Council approve the Agreement and authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement on behalf of the City of Taylor.
