	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this item is to provide the City Council with an update on the status of the Sanitary Sewer System Evaluation Study and explain what immediate actions are being taken to mitigate some of the more serious I/I (Inflow/Infiltration) problems that have been uncovered. 

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


On May 13th, 2004 The City Council authorized a $140,518.00 contract with RJN Group, Inc. for a Sanitary Sewer System Evaluation Study in Basins 4, 5, and 7.

RJN Group, Inc began work in mid June of 2004 and has completed the inspection of all manholes and smoke testing in the three basins. To date the final report of findings, recommendation and cost estimates for repairing the system as well as internal video inspections have not been finalized but preliminary results have been submitted and reviewed.  Following is a list of three of the most serious problems that need attention as soon as possible. 

1. The first area is located on the east side of Main at 1st Street. The wastewater main crosses under a storm water main at a 90º angle. The storm water main and the wastewater main have both failed and cracked allowing storm water to infiltrate the wastewater main. The amount of infiltration is difficult to measure due to varying amounts of rainfall. Staff estimated at the time of inspection that the flow rate approached 10 to 15 gallons per minute. Staff simulated storm water flows using a fire hydrant to provide flow. The storm drain had 4-6 inches of silt and debris in the line at the time of inspection, which would inhibit some of the flow from infiltrating the wastewater main. Plans are being made to do a point-to-point repair of this line.

2. The second problem is an abandoned wastewater tap, which was once attached to a building on 1st on the west side of Main St.  (south of Taylor Café). The tap was open at the surface due to a stairwell leading to the basement of an old building. This will have been rectified by the time of the City Council meeting.  

3. The third problem is a storm water main on the southwest corner of 1st and Main. During rain events water is leaking into a wastewater manhole located next to the storm water main. The repair will require internal grouting of the manhole. This particular repair will be done in house. If the final report shows that there are a number of similar problems at other locations, consideration will be given to defining the services and contracting out the repairs.  

	3. FINANCIAL/BUDGET


Work in the items listed under Section 2 will be performed with the City’s crews. Funding for the work will come from the current operating budget. As the entire scope of the problem areas are identified the final report, an action plan will be prepared that will define an I/I remediation program.
