	1. INTRODUCTION/PURPOSE


The purpose of this item on the agenda is to conduct a public hearing and introduce the ordinance to rezone this property. No action is required.

	2. DESCRIPTION/ JUSTIFICATION


Date of the Public Hearing

April 22, 2003

Location and Acres of the Property

South west corner of Carlos G. Parker Blvd. (Loop 397) and SH. 95 consisting of about 16.60 acres (the portion of the site being rezoned). The total site is 25.32 acres.

Property Owner and Applicant

The property owner is Mrs. Jane Jones and the applicant is Wal-Mart

Applicant’s intentions for the property (development objective)

Develop a retail center with several out parcels for:

1. Retail sales

2. Grocery sales

3. Garden center

4. Automotive service center

5. Fuel sales

6. Outdoor display of garden center goods

Existing Zoning

Local Business or B1 for the first 320 feet from SH. 95, the remaining 680 feet to the west is zoned rural/agriculture or R/A

Proposed Zoning

Local Business or B1 for the 680 feet west of the existing B1 with a specific use permit for the incidental or accessory retail or service uses (car repair).

Existing Conditions on the Property

Vacant/ agricultural uses

Existing Thoroughfares

North – Carlos G Parker Blvd. with approximately 120 to 130 feet of right of way

South – N/A

East – SH 95 with approximately 120 feet of right of way.

West – N/A 

Existing Conditions Surrounding the Property (land use/zoning)

North – Vacant/Agricultural uses / B1 and R1

South – Church/agricultural uses / R1

East – Residential and business uses/ R1 and B2

West – Vacant / R1 with R-PD overlay (KB Homes)

Future Land Use Map

The first 520 feet west from SH. 95 is planned for B1; the remaining 480 feet to the west is planned for R1.

The City’s Thoroughfare Plan

North – Carlos G. Parker Blvd. is planned to be an “AA” thoroughfare with a 120’ right of way.

South – N/A

East – SH. 95 is planned to be an “A” thoroughfare with a 110 foot right of way.

West – N/A

Platting Information

The property is currently un-platted

Other Information
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Staff requested that the applicant prepare a traffic impact analysis (TIA). This analysis is underway. It will be reviewed by city staff and the recommendations from the TIA will be implemented during the site planning process.
