TEXAS HISTORICAL COMMISSION GRANT FOR 1935 CITY HALL

City Manager Frank Salvato reported that if the city accepted the $17,500 grant from the Texas Historical Commission there is a 50-50 match and a deed restriction must be placed on the building for thirty years to preserve and maintain it.  

Main Street Advisory Board Chairman Mike Bass said the Advisory Board was withdrawing its original recommendation to keep the money.

Mayor Pro Tem Hill asked about plans to repair the roof and fix the windows and doors.  Mr. Salvato said, the City has money for those projects and will proceed with the repairs.

Council member Mikeska stated he did not like to bind future Councils to a thirty year deed but his vote to return the money is not a vote to tear down the building.  Council member Maruska said taxpayers should have a chance to make an informed decision on the building.  

A motion was made by Council member Maruska to return the $17,500 to the Texas Historical Commission with a letter stating why the city is returning the money, i.e., mold damage, structural problems, etc., maybe they will understand out reasons.  Second by Mayor Berger.  VOTE:  Five voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS PLAN (CIP)

City Engineer Casey Sledge presented the five-year Capital Improvements Plan, which contains proposals for street renovation, water and wastewater system expansion, drainage improvements and park projects.  Council discussed:  paving Howard Street, Sloan Street and North Drive; drainage problems in Hunter’s Run, Dickey Street, Summit Circle and Kingston Circle and a drainage master plan; and upgrading park restrooms and concession facilities and the playing fields on Doak Street.
