Bill Maxwell made a motion to approve the January 7, 2003 minutes.  Second by John McDonald.  VOTE:  All voted AYE.  Motion Passed.

TISD BOARD - FUTURE USE OF 1923 HIGH SCHOOL

Comments from the TISD Facilities Committee were:

· There will never be another TISD student in the school.

· Maybe Administration or temporary use.

· Won’t ask the citizens for bond money for the building in the future.

· Temple College is currently using the annex.

· School wants to keep the gymnasium.

· Ex-students Association has asked for two rooms for their use.

In response to Chairman Hortestine’s question regarding the availability of the tennis courts and basketball courts, Dr. Phelps s stated that they would be available for the City’s use.

Jerry Frankeny addressed the committee and stated several situations that Taylor faces:

· Grants come from and can be obtained from major corporations for school related functions.

· Don’t turn ISD’s ownership over to anyone.

· City, TISD and Temple College can benefit from grants to renovate building.

· Temple College should go in the building.

· A downtown City complex makes more sense than moving City Hall to the old high school.

· Valuable for an education institution.

John Nelson said that the Temple College at Taylor Board voted to stay where they are and not occupy space in the old high school.  They felt there was more potential for expansion where they are.  Cost of renovation and making the building ADA compatible was too expensive.

Dr. Phelps said that the building needs an $80,000 elevator, wheelchair accessible sidewalks and bathrooms to be ADA compliant.  Dr. Phelps also said that the TISD Board would like to see a core entity be the main tenant, someone that can afford it.  The school is currently paying all utility bills and maintenance and cutting grass.

Don McAlister asked if the school board would surrender the building to the City.  Dr. Phelps said the school board decision would be to do what is best.  Chuck Schwartz asked if the school would split the property for land available to build a new library.  Dr. Phelps stated that the best options should be presented to the TISD Board for their consideration.

City Engineer Casey Sledge asked the opinion of demolishing the building.  Mr. Naivar said a bond issue failed when that proposition was presented to the voters.
